2010 GREENSBORO LODGE #602 BPOE POOL REGULATIONS

=KIDDY POOL --There are no lifeguards for this pool. Parents are responsible for caring for their
children whether in or out or the water. No children over the age of 5 are allowed in this pool. Babies must
wear rubber pants to prevent accidents and closing of the pool for disinfecting. (this includes any child
that is not potty trained) (All pools)

=LAP POOL (4" -5 DEEP --Adults swimming laps shall have the right-of-way at all times. If the pool
is too crowded, the lifeguards may ask that the pool be cleared for lap swimmers. A parent must supervise
children under the age of 16. Non-swimmers are not allowed in this pool unless the parent is in the water
with them. No beach balls, flotation devices, or snorkels are allowed in this pool.

=MAIN POOL (SHALLOW END) --Non-swimmers are not allowed in this pool unless under the direct
supervision of a parent. Parents should be in the water with their non-swimmer and should only have one
child in the water at a time. At the parent’s discretion, the non-swimmer may wear a Coast Guard
approved, child size life jacket or vest. (No floaties, tubes, snorkels or rafts). None-the-less, the parent
must be in the water with child at ALL TIMES.

=MAIN POOL (DEEP END) --NO NON-SWIMMERS ALLOWED UNDER ANY
CIRCUMSTANCES. Only one person is allowed on the diving board at a time. Diving on top of, or next
to, someone is not allowed.

=GENERAL RULES

NO NON-SWIMMERS UNDER THE AGE OF 14, SHALL BE LEFT AT THE POOL
WITHOUT PARENTAL SUPERVISION. A swimming test maybe required.

NO swimmers under the age of 12 shall be left at the pool without parental supervision. A
swimming test maybe required. Any child between 12 and 16 must give an emergency name and phone
number to the lifeguard at the gate.

NO unattended children should be around the veranda.

Proper bathing attire is required. No T-shirts or cut-off shorts are allowed in the pool. With the exception
of: lifeguards to wear T-shirts for protection from the sun.

NO CHILDREN WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE MAIN BUILDING, INCLUDING THE
DOWNSTAIRS SHOWER AND LOCKER ROOMS.

NO RUNNING, PUSHING OR UNSAFE BEHAVIOR ON THE POOL DECK, IN THE POOL OR
IN THE BUILDING WILL BE TOLERATED!! THE UPSTAIRS BAR IS FOR ADULTS ONLY
BUT MAY BE USED AS A REFUGE DURING INCLEMENT WEATHER.

Soap showers are required by the Board of Health before entering the pool, and after each application of
sun tan lotion.

Violation of these rules will result in a warning. Pool privileges will be revoked for repeated violations.
=>MEMBERSHIP_--Elks in good standing may purchase an annual family, couple, and single
membership to the pool. Two pool cards are issued for family membership and one card for individual
membership. The cards are not transferable and memberships are not refundable. The pool card must
be shown at the gate in order to gain admission to the pool. “The check is in the mail” is not an acceptable
excuse for not having a pool card.

=GUESTS --A pool member MUST sign in guests and a guest fee of $5.00 per person (excluding babies
3 and under) must be paid at the gate. Guests MUST come at all times with a pool member and leave with
the pool member.

=COOLERS --Member and guests may bring coolers with snacks and beverages. No glass or alcoholic
beverages are permitted. Coolers will be inspected at the gate.

=ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES / CIGARETTES

NO one under the age of 21 may consume alcoholic beverages, and NO one under the age of 18

shall smoke anywhere on the premises, including the parking lot.

No eating, drinking, or smoking is allowed within 3 feet (inside the red line) of the pool.

=BIRTHDAY PARTIES --The picnic area is available for birthday parties. Food and drink must be
consumed in the picnic area. Parents are to pay a guest fee of $5.00 per guest. A $50.00 cleanup deposit is
required at time of signing contract. Parents are responsible, however, for cleaning up after the party and
leaving the area clean for other members. Parties with more than 15 children must be pre-approved.
=ENTERING THE LODGE

Anyone entering the Lodge must be wearing a shirt and shoes.

ADULTS ONLY ARE PERMITTED IN THE UPSTAIRS BAR, DOWNSTAIRS BAR; LOCKER
ROOM, OR SHOWERS.
=CHAIRS / TABLES

Since chairs are limited, only one chair per person is allowed. You may bring your own beach
chair if you wish. Tables and/or chairs can not be reserved or saved. If you leave the premises, take your
belongings with you. The Lodge is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Violation of these rules will result in a warning. Pool privileges will be revoked for repeated violations.
POOL BAMBOO DECK The BAMBOO deck is open to all Elk adults 21 and over when bar is open.
